Day Wise ltinerary

Day 01 : IXB Airport — Phuentsholing (Distance: 170 km. / Driving Time: 5 hrs. /
Altitude of Phuentsholing: 293 mts.)

Meet & Greet on arrival at NJP Railway Station / 1XB Airport and transfer to Phuentsholing -
The Gateway of Bhutan by Road from India. It is a thriving commercial center on the
northern edge of the Indian Plains. On arrival check in at the hotel.

Overnight stay at Phuentsholing.

Day 02 : Phuentsholing to Thimphu (Distance: 176 km. / Driving Time: 6 hrs. / Altitude

After breakfast, proceed towards Thimpu via the wonderful mystic town Gedu, about 9000 ft
above the sea and Chukha Dam. On the way, halt at Chojum to take photographs of the
confluence of two rivers of Bhutan, Thumpu Chu, and Paro Chu. Reach Thimpu in the
evening. On arrival check in at the hotel. In the evening, visit the theTashichho Dzong
(Fortress of the Glorious Religion).

Overnight stay at Thimphu.

Day 04 :- Thimphu to Punakhka

Wangdue Phodrang, which is located across the famous Dochu La Pass.

During the road trip, you will pass through the Dochula, where you will spot the mani wall,
chorten, prayer flags, and others. This is the country’s highest road. You can even spot the
peaks of surrounding mountains if the sky is clear. The top peaks to spot during your drive
are Masagang, Tsendagang, Terigang, Kangphugang, Table Mountain, and others. This
includes the Gangkhar Puensum Peak, which is the highest in Bhutan. On Arrival Check Into
the Hotel. Post Lunch, You will see the following tourist sites in Punakha

Overnight Stay in Punakha / Wangdue.

Day 05 :- Punakha / Wangdue to Paro

After breakfast, you will leave Punakha/Wangdue and drive to Paro via Dochu La Pass,
covering the Paro Chuu river valley and Wang Chhu river valley. On the way, you will visit
Simtokha Dzong, an old fortress that is now a school for the Dzongkha language.

Once you reach Paro, you will be checked into a hotel. Later, you will be taken on a
sightseeing tour covering important destinations of Paro:-

. Ta Dzong

. Rinpung Dzong

. Tamchog lhakhang

Day 06 :- Paro Local Sightseeing

After early morning breakfast, you will start an Excursion tour to Taktshang Monastery.
Taksand Palphug Monastery also known as Tiger's Nest is an amazing Buddhist monastery,
temple, and sacred site located in upper Paro town. Built in 1692, Padmasambhava is
believed to have meditated at this site for 3 years. Guru Padmasambhava is known to be the
founder of the Buddhism religion in Bhutan. He is immensely respected and has many sacred
followers in Bhutan.

Travelers looking for Bhutan Tour from Bombay must possess valid Passport or VVoter
ID Card.

Bhutan is a landlocked country, so getting into Bhutan is possible either by flight or over
road.

Bhutan has only one International Airport, Paro [PBH] which is merely 1 hrs drive from
Thimphu.

Bhutanese food is spicy as Bhutanese are very fond of chilies. During your Bhutan
Trip You will find chilies in every dish. So, if you like spicy food, you will be in perfect
during Bhutan Tour from Mumbai

The rice in Bhutan is red. Rice being the staple food in Bhutan holds a very auspicious
value. It is full of fibres and minerals like potassium, magnesium and iron.




e Hiking in Bhutan is permitted but Mountaineering is not.
Mountaineering is forbidden in the country as most the
mountains are sacred for the Bhutanese.

e Bhutan is smoke free nation. Guests travelling Bhutan have
to bring their own cigar as smoking is prohibited in public places. Tourists only can enjoy
cigar in private and can bring up to 200 cigarettes.

e Weeds grows almost everywhere in Bhutan, but possessing and using is prohibited. One
can get up to 5 years of imprisonment if found with weeds.

e The Dha or Archery is the national sport in Bhutan. So, co-ordinating with your Bhutan
Tour Agent from Mumbai you can check your archery skill in any of the archery play
ground in Bhutan.

e Bhutan is known for its vibrant, beautiful cultural festival. So traveling this country
during Thimphu Tshechu Festival, Jambay Lhakhang Drup Festival and Paro Tshechu
Festival are best to have the glimpse of rich Bhutanese culture.

e During your Bhutan Tour you can pay Indian Currency (X rupee). Here one thing to
remember that only 100 and 50 Rs Indian currency is accepted in Bhutan. 2000 and 500
denomination of Indian currency is not accepted here.

e Bhutanese people are very sentimental about their King and Royal family. They respect
their monarchs as the incarnation of Gods. It is advised to pay due respect to their Royal
Families, Dzongs, and Temples.

e Always wear decent clothes while visiting the temples and historical places in Bhutan.

e Textile Museum — Thimphu: Closed on Government Holidays and on Sun and on Sat
open from 9.00 a.m to 4 p.m
